The initiative redirects 
as much as $160 million 
phased in over four years 
from various state agencies 
to the Department of Trans-
portation. This additional 

money will allow the Missouri 
Highways and Transporta-
tion Commission to issue 
nearly $300 million in bonds 
annually to increase the 
state's road construction 
budget by more than 30 per-
cent.
